Local resident Bill Mackenzie has been visiting Lake Jualbup since moving to Perth in 1994. He
has recorded nearly 50 different bird species around the lake area, of which 23 are pictured below.
His present camera is a digital SLR Nikon D40 with a 70-300 mm zoom lens (35mm equivalent).

A bird's common name can depend on the reference book. Those below are from Peter Slater's A
Field Guide to Australian Birds (Non-Passerines), Rigby 1970, and Simpson & Day's Field Guide to
the Birds of Australia, Penguin 1984. The most common waterbird species in the lake area are
Black Duck, Grey Teal, Eurasian Coot, and Mountain Duck. Their total number averages about 40
in winter and can reach 400 in season. There are usually one or two swan pairs (30 pairs in 1999).
